Make sure that your essay complies with international academic standards, in particular:

- Where you provide information that does not emanate from yourself, give a precise reference in a footnote!

- Where you report about the law, refer precisely to the relevant part of the norm (specify article, section, phrase etc.)!
- Structure your text in parts, sub-parts etc., with precise, well-formulated headlines!

- Write in an objective and precise, scientific style of writing!
